APPLICAIION FOR PROMPT RELEASE

ORDER

The President of the International Tiibunal for the Law of the Sea,

Having regard to article 292 of the United Nations Convention on the
Law of the Sea (hereinafter "the Convention"),

Having regard to the article 1,12, paragraph 3, of the Rules of the Thibunal,

Having regard to the Application under article 292 of the Convention
submitted on behalf of Panama to the Tiibunal on 17 January 2000,
concerning the release of the vessel Camouco and its Master, alleged to have
been detained by the authorities of France,

Makes the following Order:

'Whereas, pursuant to article 292 of the Convention, the Tiibunal shall
deal with the Application without delay,

Whereas, pursuant to article 1,I2, paragraph 3, of the Rules of the
Tiibunal, the Tlibunal, or the President if the T|ibunal is not sitting, shall fix
the earliest date, but not exceeding ten days from the date of receipt of the
Application, for a hearing,
